
Terms and Conditions
Overseas Booking Conditions:
The below terms and conditions apply to those individuals seeking to take part in the Paddy Kierans Memorial  international Walk in order to raise money on behalf of the Irish National Association for Cystic Fibrosis, a company limited by guarantee trading as the Cystic Fibrosis Association of Ireland (CFAI). Registered Charity No: CHY 6350. As a confirmed walker for this event, you must refer too and comply with the CFAI terms and conditions relating to the event listed below.

These are the general terms and conditions that CFAI and the Walk Committee deem necessary for a successful Memorial Walk. It is important to highlight the below points to ensure all preparations are in place for a pleasant walk and unforgettable experience. 

CFAI and the Committee stand for the organizer of the event, while the “walker” refers the person that accepts the terms and conditions to participate in such event. 
1. MAIN CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:
· Registration fee/deposit required to be paid within a set deadline and accompanied by signed Booking and Identity Forms.

· Full payment of funds must be received prior to the departure date. Failure to pay target funds fully will result in the walker being unable to travel. Please refer to the Fundraising Target Section for more information. 

· The walker should be at least 18 years of age.

· The walker should have no previous criminal convictions.

· The walker takes part in this event at their own risk.

· CFAI and the Committee reserve the right to refuse individual participation without disclosing the reason.

2. BOOKING (Your Agreement)
When you make a booking with CFAI to take part in the event “Paddy Kierans Memorial Walk”, you confirm that you accept the Conditions as outlined below. When making a booking, you must submit to us your signed application form. The contract between CFAI and you will come into existence once we have received your deposit and completed application form. Provisional booking can be accepted via phone or e-mail, but until the signed application form & deposit has been received in CF House, no such booking can be considered confirmed.  CFAI require all necessary forms to be completed fully and are not liable for any information requested but undisclosed at moment of booking. 

There are two forms deemed fundamental for the walker to be accepted:

i. Booking form:

The Booking Form has to be filled carefully and all the details requested provided.                                  CFAI will not take responsibility for any information requested and not provided by the walker.

It is fundamental that the PWCF informs CFAI at the moment of booking, as well as anyone else that might have illness/allergies/underlying issues, of which CFAI should be made aware.

Deposit is required together with booking form. Acceptance cannot be confirmed until deposit is received. 

The walker should also be aware that deposits will be higher if the applicant is joining the group closer to the deadline. 

All the documentation should be provided by closing date.  Late applicants may be accepted subject to the discretion of CFAI.

Please be already aware that deadlines have to be adhered and they are set for:  

a) Acceptance of Applications.

b) Receipt of Booking and Identity Forms, including deposit.

c) Receipt of fundraised balance due.

d) Receipt of cross infection letter (only applies for PWCF).

ii. Identity Form
Identity Form together with copy of passport and recent passport size photograph is requested at moment of booking.

Applications won’t be deemed acceptable until such documentation is received.

Please also be aware that many countries request Visa Applications well in advance (for which a separate form will be provided) and if Identity Form/ Visa Applications are not received within closing date of event, then it may jeopardize the walkers participation in the event.

iii. General Information Form
This form is to provide personal details needed by CFAI to ensure efficient organization of the walk as well as materials provided to each participant.

It includes request for details such as t-shirt sizes and room sharing details if required.

3. FUNDRAISING 
Booking and Identity Forms must be received in CF House before any fundraising event takes place.

Fundraising material (such as t-shirts and sponsorship cards as wells as Authorization Letter) will not be provided before proof of identity, deposit and booking form are accepted by CFAI and Committee.

Sponsorship cards will be provided only with a specific event stamped on front. Issuing of blank sponsorship cards is at discretion of CFAI and the Committee, depending on satisfactory reason being advanced. 

Please be aware that Church Gate Collections have traditionally been the preserve of local branches. Branches normally have particular county-wide reservation for this annually, and in order to prevent confusion and annoyance to the public from too many collections, CFAI supports and retains this policy.

The walker can still contact CF House and check if local branch is active. In the event of the branch not being active, CFAI reserves the right to allow such form of collection once off, but only after receiving written request.

CFAI also reserves the right to seek Garda clearance on all fundraising volunteers with the volunteer’s permission. Participation in events is at the fundraiser’s desire and CFAI and Committee express invitation.

Garda Permits for street collections is at discretion of the local division Chief Superintendent and normally provides for collections between 9am and 9pm.

CFAI/Gardai will not entertain applications for permits outside those hours.

Under the Charities Act 2009 due for implementation in the near future, all collection buckets must be sealed, uniquely numbered and have charity number displayed on them.

T-shirts and hi-visibility vests will also require Charity number.

Under the Act, when selling items in public for charitable purposes, Garda permission must be obtained to use an unsealed bucket for the purpose of giving change.

4. FUNDRAISING TARGET

Prior to departure participants must raise the amount requested, more specifically CFAI expect due balance to be fully paid two weeks before departure.

CFAI reserve the right under “exceptional circumstances only” to take into consideration particular cases and allow extra time to fundraise.

Participants allowed extra time to fundraise will be required to sign a declaration confirming due balance will be forwarded to CFAI by a designated date. 

If for whatever reason the walker should decide not to participate, all money raised and the sponsorship cards must be returned to CFAI. Alternatively it can be passed on to another person who might be willing to take part and cover all the cost CFAI might incur.

No refunds will be provided, particular cases will be taken into consideration and decision will be solely at discretion of CFAI. 

5. PARTICIPANTS’ HEALTH & SAFETY

Participants’ health and safety is the up most importance for CFAI.

It is vital that each walker is aware that the walks will take place each day and that their physical condition should permit them so.

Each participant has to inform CFAI and the Committee of any underling issues, such as allergies, heart conditions, asthma etc etc in the Booking Form. 

It is particular important that PWCF will specify their illness in their application.

Each PWCF is also required bringing contact details for their Irish CF Consultants and provide such contact numbers to the walk Committee members prior to departure. This only represents a precautious but due measure, in particular when walks are held in countries which health system completely differs from the Irish one. 

PWCF need to provide cross infection letter within a month (30 days) of departure. Please visit www.cfireland.it for more info and form or call CF House. 

CFAI walkers are required to cooperate with preventive actions by complying with our procedures and reporting issues they become aware of. 

Walk participants are also expected to cooperate with site health and safety requirements and to comply with all reasonable directions given to them.

Each participant takes part to the walk at his/her own risk; however CFAI and the walk Committee expects each of every point of the Health & Safety list below respected at any time and in any location:

· Please insure relevant vaccinations have been administered prior to departure. 

· High visibility vest should be worn in public places.

· Life saving jackets should be worn at all times in water proximities.

· Be aware of your environment at all time, even during the day when lots of people are around.

6. INSURANCE
A basic insurance is provided by the Travel Agent for the walk, however PWCF are required additional travel insurance.

PWCF who already holds VHI policy should be able to obtain it with the same provider, alternatively please contact CF House.  
Please be aware CFAI will refund cost of additional travel insurance to each PWCF.

7. MEDIA

CFAI and the walk Committee expects to be contacted by each and every walker prior any statement being released. 

The participant is not permitted to give the press any information without prior Committee consent and discussions. 

Any breach of such term will incur in consequences decided by CFAI and Committee, such as exclusion to participate in the walk.
